TlilS MODEL follows no actual example and is not intended lo offer any suggestions as to a proper approach to 
mod ern design. I ts purpose is merely to indicate the general character of a modern room designed as an appropriate 
background for contemporary works of art and to point out what ma y well be called the international qua li ty 
of design today. 

The walls are painted a neutral tone to show off to best advantage the remarkable miniature originals 
painted by well-known contemporary artists and repre3cnting such modern pictures as ma y well be acquired 
by a collector in such a cosmopolitan center as San Francisco. 

On the wall to the left is a tillY painting in gouache by Jean Victor Hugo, Au bord de la mer. Hugo, born 
in ] 894, is a grandson of the famous poct and represents the modern "primitivist" school. Beyond the door 
to the terrace is a crayon drawing by :Mnric Laurencin, Promenade dans In foret, formerly in the collection of 
Paul Guillaume. Two bronze groups by John Storrs, the contemporary American sculptor born in 1885, stand 
in curtained window recesses on eithcr side of the fireplace. On thc chimney breast a miniature masterpiece by 
Amedee Ozenfant represents thc work of one of the leaders of the post-cu bist movement. In the rccess in the 
right waH hangs a typical work by the fa mous Fcrnand Leger, born in 1881 , and on the wa lls to the right and 
left of this are groups of tiny originals by Leopold Survage, onc of thc leaders of the contemporary abstractionist 
movement, born in 18i9. 

The above works by Leger, Ozcnfant, and Survage werc made specially for use in this room. 
The furniture is of the simplest variety, showing the use of a modern glasslike plastic in the chairs and thc 

decorative function of vcneers in the low table fronting the couch. The ru g was spccia ll y woven by the V'Soske 
Shops. 

Through the French doors is a view of the city including part of "Treasu re Island·· and a glimpse of the 
new bridge as seen with its sparkling lights at night. , 
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
