Folklorists categorize tales by types and motifs and assign numbers accordingly.
The legendary story known by folklorists as “tale type #510” is the oldest and most
widely circulated folk tale of transformation. Traced to a Chinese variant from 850
AD. entitled Yeh-hsein, the tale’s best knownAmerican version is Disney’s
Cinderella (appropriated from the French story by Charles Perrault). For this exhi-
bition, artists provide their own critical assessments and retellings of tale type #510
through artists” books, sculpture, video, and collaborative artworks. The exhibi-
tion also features projects developed by high school and elementary school stu-
dents from the Snow City Arts Foundation, Kenya, Turkey, South Korea, Ohio, and
Chicago.
